ORDINANCE (REGULATION
)
on the terms and conditions of organising and conducting examinations for acquiring a Certificate of Public Sector Internal Auditor, issued by the Minister of Finance
(Issued by the Minister of Finance on 14.07.2006)
Chapter One
GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 1. The present regulation stipulates the terms and conditions for applying, organizing, preparing and conducting the examinations for acquiring a certificate of Public Sector Internal Auditor, as well as for evaluating and announcing the results.
Article 2. The objective of this regulation is to guarantee:
 1. the transparency of the examination procedure;
2. that only the persons possessing the necessary knowledge for performing internal audit activities in the public sector acquire a Certificate of Public Sector Internal Auditor.
Chapter Two
TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF APPLYING
Article 3. The candidates to become Public Sector Certified Internal Auditors must meet the requirements and conditions pursuant to Article 19 Paragraph 2 Items 1-3 of the Internal Audit in the Public Sector Act (IAPSA).
Article 4. (1) Exams for acquiring a Certificate of Public Sector Internal Auditors shall be held twice a year, on the last Wednesday of May and November.
(2) The date of the exams and the terms and conditions for submitting the documents shall be announced by publishing a notice in a central daily newspaper and on the web page of the Ministry of Finance at least two months before the date of the exams. The notice shall also be displayed for public view at an appropriate place in the building of the Ministry of Finance.
Article 5. (1) The following documents shall be submitted in order to participate in the exam: an application (Appendix No. 1) and a written statement that the respective person meets the requirements of Article 19 Paragraph 2 Items 1 – 3 of the IAPSA (Appendix No. 2). 

(2) The documents referred to in Paragraph 1 shall be addressed to the Director of the Internal Control Directorate and shall be submitted to the Records Office of the Ministry of Finance at least one month before the date of the exam.
(3) When the deadline expires on a non-working day, the deadline shall be extended to the first business day after the non-working day.
Article 6. The list of the candidates admitted to the exam shall be displayed, within 1 week of the expiration of the deadline referred to in Article 5 Paragraph 2, in a publicly accessible spot in the building of the Ministry of Finance, as well as on the web page of the Ministry - www.minfin.bg.
Chapter Three
ORGANISATION AND PREPARATION OF THE EXAMS
Article 7. The candidates to acquire a Certificate of Public Sector Internal Auditor shall sit for an examination – by taking a written test.
Article 8. (1) The test shall comprise 100 multiple choice questions, each with four possible answers, of which only one is correct.
(2) The test will be 3 hours long.
Article 9. The test shall include questions from the following fields:
1. internal audit standards, Code of Ethics and Statute of the Internal Audit Units, Internal Audit Manual and other methodological guidelines on internal audit and financial management and control issued by the Minister of Finance – up to 70% of the test;
2. legislation in the field of internal audit and financial management and control in the public sector – up to 25% of the test;
3. legislation related to the public sector (budgetary process, government administration, accounting and public procurement) – up to 25% of the test.
Article 10. (1) By January 31st of the respective year, the Minister of Finance shall assign to authors designated by him/her the task to prepare the test questions.  This task may not be assigned to the Director of the Internal Control Directorate. 

(2) The test questions shall be prepared by at least 3 experts in the field of internal audit and financial management and control in the public sector.
(3) The ongoing control over the fulfilment of obligations by the authors entrusted with the preparation of the questions within the specified deadlines shall be exercised by the Director of the Internal Control Directorate at the Ministry of Finance.
(4) All the persons, involved in preparing the questions, in organizing and conducting the exams and in evaluating the results, shall sign a written affidavit not to divulge the information that became known to them in connection with the exams (Appendix No. 3).
(5) The written affidavits referred to in Paragraph 4 shall be stored and kept in the Internal Control Directorate.
Article 11. (1) The Minister of Finance shall appoint an Examination Commission by January 31st of the respective year. Chairmen and members of the Examination Commission shall be representatives of the Ministry of Finance, university professors etc. The mandate (i.e. the term of office) of the commission shall be one year. The Director of the Internal Control Directorate may not be appointed Chairman of the Examination Commission.
(2) The Director of the Internal Control Directorate shall have the right to make proposals for replacing the members of the commission, if unforeseen events occur during the year.
(3) The Examination Commission, together with the Director of the Internal Control Directorate, shall check whether the documents referred to in Article 5 Paragraph 1 are compliant with the requirements of this regulation and shall prepare the list of the candidates that are admitted to the exam. 
(4) One week before the date of the exam, the Chairman of the Examination Commission, together with the Director of the Internal Control Directorate, shall receive the questions prepared by the authors entrusted with their preparation referred to in Article 10 Paragraph 2. The questions shall be submitted both on paper and in electronic format.
(5) Two days before the date of the exam, the Chairman of the Examination Commission and the Director of the Internal Control Directorate shall make a selection of 100 questions and shall prepare the test, while adhering to the requirements of Article 10. The test can be prepared in several versions containing the same questions but arranged in different order. 

(6) The Chairman of the Examination Commission and the Director of the Internal Control Directorate shall be responsible for copying the test in as many as copies as the number of the candidates admitted to the test, while adhering to the requirements for confidentiality.
 (7) The Chairman of the Examination Commission and the Director of the Internal Control Directorate shall place the copied materials in a safe in the Internal Control Directorate. The safe shall be locked by the Director of the Internal Control Directorate and shall be sealed by the Chairman of the Examination Commission in the presence of one of the authors of the test referred to in Article 10 Paragraph 2.
(8) On the day of the exam, the persons referred to in Paragraph 7 shall unseal and unlock the safe and shall ensure that the tests are handed over to the administrators referred to in Article 14. 

Article 12. The exam shall take place on the territory of the City of Sofia, where the venue /exact address, hall No. etc./ shall be announced in a publicly accessible spot in the building of the Ministry of Finance and on the web page of the Ministry of Finance at least one week before the date of the exam.
Article 13. (1) Depending on the number of candidates, the Chairman of the Examination Commission and the Director of the Internal Control Directorate shall determine the number of administrators and invigilators. One administrator and a minimum of three invigilators shall be allocated to each hall.
(2) Before each exam, the Minister of Finance shall issue an order for appointing the administrators and invigilators and for allocating them to the different halls.
Article 14. The exam administrator shall be a person responsible for the proper conducting of the exam by:
1. preparing an examination protocol (Appendix No. 4);
2. verifying the identity of the candidates;
3. handing out the examination materials;
4. supervising the work of the invigilators;
5. making sure the exam finishes on time and collecting the examination materials from the candidates;
6. handing over the examination materials to the Chairman of the Examination Commission.
Article 15. The invigilators shall be persons who are not experts in the fields of the internal audit and the financial management and control. They shall ensure the discipline and order during the exam by:
1. assisting the administrator in performing his/her tasks as referred to in Article 14;
2. assigning the candidates to their seats in the hall where the exam is to take place;
3. exercising control over the entry into and exit from the examination halls;
4. observing whether the candidates comply with the requirements of Article 21 Paragraphs 3 and 4 and detecting any violations thereof.
Chapter Four
CONDUCT OF THE EXAMINATIONS
Article 16. The administrators and the invigilators shall be obligated to show up at the venues for conducting the exam on the date of the exam by 08:00 a.m. at the latest.
Article 17. Before letting in the candidates, the administrators and the invigilators shall check whether conditions for the normal conduct of the exam are provided.
Article 18. The candidates shall be given access to the halls starting 08:30 a.m. after a careful check of their ID documents and cross-check with the examination protocol.
Article 19. Candidates shall take their seats by 09:15 a.m. The candidates who are late may be admitted to the exam only if by that moment the tests have not been handed out.
Article 20. (1) At 09:30 a.m. the hall administrators shall read the instructions on the method of conducting the exam (Appendix No. 5). The candidates shall have on their desks only a writing pen. All the mobile phones and other electronic equipment shall be turned off.
(2) After the instructions referred to in Paragraph 1 have been read out, the administrators and the invigilators shall hand out to each candidate an unsealed envelope containing a copy of the test, a small unsealed envelope containing an identification fiche (Appendix No. 6) and a card for filling in the answers (Appendix No. 7).
(3) The administrator shall instruct the candidates to fill in legibly their full name and personal identity number in the identification fiche from the small envelope, to fold it in two, to put it back into the small envelope and to seal the small envelope, after which the administrator shall announce the precise time of starting the exam.
(4) By virtue of their signatures the candidates shall guarantee the truthfulness of the data filled in the identification fiche.
Article 21. (1) It is prohibited for unauthorized persons to enter the halls during the exam, the exceptions to this rule being the members of the Examination Commission, the administrators, the invigilators and the Director of the Internal Control Directorate.
(2) It is prohibited for the invigilators to talk between themselves or with the candidates during the exam. 

(3) It is prohibited for the candidates to talk to each other, to exchange notes and to use mobile phones and other electronic equipment.
(4) It is prohibited for the candidates to take tests or other written materials out of the hall.
Article 22. The candidates are allowed to leave the hall if necessary, provided they are accompanied by one of the invigilators. Before leaving the hall, the candidates shall hand in their examination materials to the administrator, who shall record the exact time when the candidate left and shall sign the examination protocol. The candidates are allowed to leave the hall only one at a time. When the candidate returns to the hall, the administrator shall record in the examination protocol the time of the return and the candidate shall be given his/her examination materials. 

Article 23. (1) In the event of an attempt at cheating, the administrator shall annul the test of the offender. The examination paper of a candidate shall also be annulled for an attempt to violate the anonymity of the examination paper /marking with an unusual mark, colour or logo etc.) or for a violation of the requirements of Article 21 Paragraphs 3 and 4.
(2) The annulled tests shall be placed in a separate envelope and shall be marked as annulled in the examination protocol, while indicating the reasons for the annulment. 

Article 24. (1) The administrator shall indicate in a prominent place in the hall the exact time of starting and ending the exam. The time left to the end of the test shall be recorded in a prominent place on the hour. 

(2) Fifteen minutes before the end of the exam, the administrator shall start announcing at 5-minute intervals the time remaining.
Article 25. (1) After the time for completing the test expires, the administrator shall announce the end of the exam. At that time all the candidates shall mandatorily stop working on the test. 

(2) The candidate shall place all the examination materials – the small sealed envelope, the card with the answers filled in and the test – in an envelope, which he/she shall seal and hand in to the administrator. The administrator shall record this fact in the examination protocol.
(3) In case the candidate has completed his work before the stipulated time has elapsed, he/she shall hand in the examination materials pursuant to Paragraph 2 and shall leave the hall.
Article 26. (1) The administrator shall compare the number of the submitted envelopes with examination materials to the number recorded in the examination protocol.
(2) Immediately after the end of the exam, the administrator shall hand over the envelopes and the examination protocol to the Chairman of the Examination Commission.
(3) The Chairman of the Examination Commission shall seal all the protocols and envelopes in a box (cardboard box) and shall hand the latter over to the Director of the Internal Control Directorate for safekeeping.
Article 27. The Chairman of the Examination Commission and the Director of the Internal Control Directorate shall ensure the safekeeping of the envelopes with the examination materials and the examination protocols in a fire-proof safe in compliance with the requirements for non-disclosure of information and for safeguarding the tests.
Chapter Five
EVALUATION AND ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE EXAMINATION RESULTS
Article 28. (1) The Chairman of the Examination Commission and the Director of the Internal Control Directorate shall open the safe containing the examination materials and protocols on the first business day after the exam.
(2) The persons referred to in Paragraph 1 shall successively unseal each envelope, shall take the examination materials out of it and shall write a 5-digit number on the small sealed envelope, in the top left corner of the card with the answers and in the top left corner of the test.  This number is unique for each candidate. 

 Article 29. The Chairman of the Examination Commission shall allocate the cards with the answers among the members of the Examination Commission. Each member of the Examination Commission shall receive (and shall sign his/her name in confirmation of having received) a copy of the Evaluation Protocol (Appendix No. 8) with the first column completed, as well as the cards with the completed answers that are allocated to him/her for grading and evaluation. 

Article 30. The tests shall be graded in the following manner:
1.   first it is checked whether the card was filled out correctly, i.e. whether there is a single answer to each question: 

a) if there are two or more answers to a given question, it is assumed that the answer is incorrect.
b) if there is no answer marked, it is assumed that the answer is incorrect.
2.   the answers marked are compared to the correct answers.
3.  the number of correct answers is recorded in the top left corner of each card.
4.   the percentage of correct answers is recorded in the top left corner of each card.
Article 31. Every member of the Examination Commission shall record the results referred to in Article 30 in columns 2, 3 and 4 of the evaluation protocol and shall submit it to Chairman of the Examination Commission in exchange for a signature.
Article 32. The Chairman of the Examination Commission, together with the Director of the Internal Control Directorate, shall unseal the coded small envelopes with the names of the candidates and shall fill in columns 5 and 6 of the evaluation protocol so that the results from the exam correspond to the name and personal identity number of the respective candidate.
Article 33. (1) The exam shall be deemed to have been successfully passed if the candidate has given correct answers to at least 75% of the questions in the test.
(2) All tests containing between 70 and 80% correct answers shall be checked by a second member of the Examination Commission. 

(3) If the correct answers found differ from the correct answers found initially, the Chairman of the Examination Commission shall evaluate the test of that particular candidate.
Article 34. The list of the candidates who have successfully passed the exam shall be displayed for public view within one month of the date of the exam at an appropriate place in the building of the Ministry of Finance and on the web page of the Ministry.
Article 35. No revising of the grades/marks from the tests shall be permitted.
Article 36. (1) All the candidates who have successfully passed the test shall acquire a Certificate of Public Sector Internal Auditor issued by the Minister of Finance within 1 month of the announcement of the exam results. 

(2) The persons who acquired this certificate shall be registered in the register referred to in Article 50 of the IAPSA.
(3) If a duplicate needs to be issued, a written request shall be filed before the Minister of Finance.  The certificate shall be received within one month of the filing of the written request. 

TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS
§1. Instructions for the application of the Regulation shall be issued by the Minister of Finance.
§2. This Regulation is issued on the grounds of Article 53 of the IAPSA.
§3. By September 1st 2006, the Minister of Finance shall designate the persons referred to in Article 10 and Article 11 in connection with conducting the exam in November 2006.
§4. All the expenses associated with organizing and conducting the exam for acquiring a Certificate of Public Sector Internal Auditor, including the expenses for remuneration of the authors of the questions, the Chairman and the members of the Examination Commission, the administrator and the invigilators, shall be covered with funds from the budget of the Ministry of Finance for the respective year.
§5. Candidates, whose test has been annulled as a result of an attempt at cheating, shall not be permitted to take the exam for acquiring the Certificate of Public Sector Internal Auditor for a period of two years from the date of the annulment of the test.
